Moving from the SHR to the SIE&

One of the big changes Idaho is making is changing the tool
they use to learn what supports you need.

Right now, Medicaid uses the Scales of Independent Behavior
Revised$IBR) to learn about your needs and find out Iif you
qualify for supports.

Soon, Medicaid will begin using tB¢SA instead of the SHR to
get this information.

What Is a SI18 assessment?




What Is the Supports Intensity ScAldult
(SISA)?

The SI&\ Is an assessment tool
developed by the American
Association on Intellectual and
Developmental Disabllities (AAIDD).

It measures the support that a person with
intellectual or developmental disabilities (I/DD)
needs with activities of daily life.
